Your group  
would be responsible for confirming/creating the snack and the volunteers to set-up,  
hand-out, and breakdown the table during that shift.

Assist with the Ladder crew.  We are in need of groups to commit to identify and borrow             15  
ladders (total : 75) from local neighbors and friends, during the week of camp.  You will 
work with our Materials crew leader to label them and delivery to the resident’s home.   
People with trucks are encouraged to sign-up. 
 
Join the clean-up crew to assist with trash/debris removal from worksites to designated trash dumps, 
during and after the week of camp.  People with trucks are encouraged to sign-up.
